	USAF AIT to present concept:
· Company (H)P puts asset describing information in bar code form with a passive RFID tag (Tag A) linking the asset data for that item.

· Passive RFID tag (Tag A) is used to pull the assets from inventory and associate with delivery order/contract/WAWF process

· Shipping label (Tag B) is linked to asset data/delivery order/WAWF process

· DLA receives passive RFID label (Tag B) and automates the receipt.  DLA uses passive RFID Tag (Tag A) to stow asset in warehouse.

· Asset Data is stored at DLA against the passive RFID asset label (Tag A)

· DLA uses/pulls assets for component requisitions against the passive RFID asset label (Tag A)

· DLA aggregates passive RFID asset label (Tag A) with other passive RFID asset labels to satisfy component requirements.

· DLA links passive shipping label (Tag C) to all of the passive RFID asset tags in the shipment

· Component receipts shipment using shipping label (Tag C)

· Component uses passive RFID asset label (Tag A) to complete supply/distribution functions of stowage and issue to customer.

	PDC 236 Context Diagram, Passive Radio Frequency Identification (pRFID) Visibility Transactions, 
Discussion/overview of proposal to adopt new XML transactions to enhance visibility of material using pRFID.  Visibility transactions are to be originated via middleware at various locations where material is processed and received (break-bulk points, base receiving) when scanning pRFID tags and send the scanned tag and reader identification to DAAS.   Requires registration of readers with DAAS.

Policy says solicitations and contracts that include Government Furnished Property (GFP) must comply with the new Government PIPC IUID policy requirements. Requires direct Registry update or Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) 856.   Proposed re-engineering will impact GFM under MILS/DLMS.

Proposed DFARS rule requires contractor to report to IUID Registry changes in the status, mark, custody, or disposition of the PIPC, for all PIPC delivered or shipped, consumed or expended, disposed of.

	Unit of Issue Errors Identified at DAAS

MILS transactions that have a bad/unrecognizable unit of issue in them cannot be converted at DAAS to a good DLMS transaction.  DAASC is suggesting a new process for DAASC to validate the U/I and when it is determined invalid by checking the DLIS abstract file resident at DAASC matching on NSN or Part Number, DAAS would replace the bad U/I with the U/I of record from the source of supply catalogue record.  This would be a front end check and fix that would be accomplished before passing the transaction on to the mapping process.  Prior to drafting a formal DLMS Change, we are looking for feedback on whether the Components think this approach would be acceptable?  Risk involved?  BK status when UI changed?
