Meeting Introduction
· Ms. Deedee Akeo (DCMO) was present to chair the meeting in the place of Mr. Dennis Wisnosky, who was able to dial-in remotely. Ms. Akeo opened the meeting with the introduction by all participants (in person and phone/DCO). 
· Mr. Jerry Cole facilitated this meeting and started off with the review of the BECCM Agenda.

· BECCM COI Road Map Review (Slide 3)
· Mr. Cole reviewed the Road Map and explained that significant improvements were streamlined to reflect milestone accomplishments at a more senior level perspective. This Road Map depicts BECCM Initiatives and CBM Initiatives to better streamline the process to include a column for FY 2011 and FY 2012. Mr. Cole further explained that all previous BECCM briefs and Road Maps are filed/archived and available upon request for those stakeholders who would like to review. Mr. Cole pointed out that Country Code has been added to the Road Map. 
· The discussion centered around, Country Code as it was added to the Roadmap and Mr. Leibrandt (DPAP) stated/reported they have received comments to the draft memorandum on Country Code and have adjudicated the responses and the final Country Code memo was being reworked for clarity and once complete will be forwarded for signature and distribution.
· 
· Address Status Update (Slides 4- 6)
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Mr. Cole reviewed the status of staffing the DCMO Address Working Group memo. The Address Working Group memo will be distributed upon approval from the FGDC Executive Steering Committee. Mr. Bob Hammond (DLA Logistics Management Standards Office) commented and received confirmation from the FGDC group meeting that one approved way to implement the FGDC standard is street address as a single concatenated string vice decomposed street address data elements. 
· Further discussion on DoD Activity Address Directory (DODAAD) as the authoritative source for Logistics, DoD Activity Codes and the standard employed in ANSI X12 for electronic data interchange used by Logistics and Distribution. will be a focus area of the Address Working Group.

· Country Code Brief (slides 7 - 14)
· Mr Cole introduced the guest speaker for Country Code; “Ms. Kate Dolan” who has worked with standards and standardization for over 25 years.  Since 2005, Ms. Dolan has been the US Representative to the ISO 3166 Maintenance Agency. 
· Ms Dolan began by stating: FIPS 10-4 was withdrawn in 2008 without objection and noted several agencies (i.e., NATO, CAPCO) have been using ISO 3166 for many years. Ms Dolan stated a repeatable process for maintaining a US Profile of 3166 needs to be developed to monitor the identification and use of Reserve Codes.
· Ms. Dolan informed the BECCM COI’s that Country Codes are voted on by 5 countries (US, France, Great Britain, Germany, and Sweden) and 5 organizations and the country code names are provided by the UN. 
· As of January 2011, there was a request for 30 codes for internal use that Ms. Dolan provided tri-graph codes for
· DLA Logistics Management Standards Office suggested that digraph codes be established for these codes and for future codes to maintain the one-to one relationship between digraph and trigraph. 
· One question asked was “Where to find the list of the 30 codes?” 
·  Ms Dolan reported that this list of codes can be found at: http://www.iso.org/iso/english_country_names_and_code_elements and can also be found on the ISO 3166 webpage. 
· New codes begin with “X” and most have been approved, but there is still discussion around six codes.
· Ms. Dolan was asked to provide the names and/or e-mails that she received which requested the specific tri-graph codes
· Action Item: Ms. Dolan to provide names/e-mails which requested the specific tri-graph codes
· Concerns were voiced that there is no central clearing house for DoD requests and or US Government request (for further discussion at the Country Code Tiger Team Meeting (2 Feb 2011). 
· Action Item: Mr. Rick Pearsall (NGA) requested the FMS codes from Defense Security Cooperative Agency (DSCA). Lynn Fulling (SCI) to provide this information.
· Ms. Dolan mentioned that ISO 3166 is only the code, not the name – country names are provided by the United Nations.  (State Department represents the United States at the United Nations Country names committee.
· Mr. Paul Oestrich (P&RIM HRM) asked if the ISO 3166 standard is going to maintain historical standards for which Ms. Dolan replied that historical standards will be held and kept for 50 years. 
· The other item which was undertaken for ISO 3166 was to work on internet codes (ex: “.mil” and “.gov”) which are moving to generic and country code top level domains.
· Ms Dolan explained that the government can be proactive about establishing a US profile  
· Mr. Rob Leibrandt (DPAP) wanted to know the role Defense Standardization Program (DSP) is involved in this? Comment noted that DSP is the overarching standard program in DoD, additionally; DoD Directive 4630 is the guidance for IT Standards and DISA is assigned the Executive Agent for IT Standards which Country Code falls under this area.
· Mr. Mark Kryzsko (WSLM) suggested that AT&L could possibly help with the Country Code discussions. Mr. Kryzko suggests that there needs to be a structure containing a registry of standards and the architecture. The DoD IT Standards Registry (DISR) could be helpful as a registry of standards. Mr. Kryzsko also suggested that Country Code updates should be provided at future BECCM meetings and suggested using a metadata registry to establish a structure (look in the metadata registry to find a current standard).
· Ms. Deedee Akeo (DCMO) suggested that further discussion on how to address Country Code and other standards in general should be coordinated with DISA as the IT Standards executive agent and other players such as NSA, USD (AT&L) & (R&E), NII, and Joint Chiefs of Staff who participate in that process.
· Action Item: Coordinate discussions on how to address Country Code recommendations and other standards in general with bodies such as DISA, NSA, USD (AT&L) & (R&E), NII, and Joint Chiefs of Staff.

· Mr. Jerry Cole presented and discussed the Action Item review

· At the end of the Action Item review, Mr. Johnny Lopez (P&R, IM) suggested the idea of holding regularly scheduled bi-monthly BECCM meetings and having monthly meetings as deemed necessary.
