The attachnment is published as an approved change to DoD
4000. 25-M Defense Logi stics Managenent System (DLMS), Vol unes 1
2, and 7 based upon concurrence. This change is effective upon
publication of the identified DLMS version 4010 inpl enentation
conventi ons.

During the Supply Process Review Conmttee (PRC) 98-2 neeting,
t he PRC questioned the Aintra-Navy@ restriction in the 1C note and
the applicability of the proposed data elenents to all specified
| Cs. Subsequent to the neeting, the Navy verified the need for
i nclusion of the requested data elenents on all the DLMS Supply and
Finance 1Cs identified on the proposed change. After further
di scussion, the Navy provided a revision to the data el enent notes
(itdentified in bold italics) to clarify non-Navy processing of the
data el enents. The 842D, Material Discrepancies/ Deficiencies, was
added to the list of ICs to inprove the mapping wthin the 842D and
mai ntai n consistency wiwthin the DLMS. The 830R, Special Program
Requi renents, and the 830W War Material Requirements, were al so
added for consistency.

Addresses are advised not to file this change in the DLMS
manual .  This approved change is provided as a pl anni ng docunent
to assist in system program design efforts which nmay be necessary
to i npl enent the change.

4. Requested Change:
a. Title. Navy Unique Managenent Codi ng

b. Description of Change. To support |egacy system
requi renents to adequately process supply transactions, the Navy
wll require the use of cognizance (COG code, special material
identification code (SMC), material control code (MCC) and the
i tem managenent code (IMC). These four codes are defined as
fol | ows:

(1) COGis a two-digit numeric-al pha code found in
record positions 55-56 of DLSS transactions (for intra-Navy) or
the LQ segnent using DE 1270 in the (1Cs). The COG code
identifies a stock-nunbered itemw th the Integrated Materi al
Manager (I MV) and al so indicates whether the material is nmanaged
in the wholesale or retail accounting system

(2) SMCis a tw-digit al pha or nuneric weapon system
code and is contained in record positions 21-22 of DLSS
transactions (for intra-Navy) or the LQ segnent using DE 1270 in
the ICs. This code identifies the end itemfor which a
requi renment has been submtted.

(3) MCCis a one-digit al pha code found in Navy uni que
transactions: record position 6 of the stock status, record
position 7 and/or record position 61 of the change notice, record
position 73 of the transaction detail, and record position 76 of
the transaction report (for intra-Navy) or the LQ segnment using
DE 1270 in the ICs. The MCC is assigned by the inventory manager
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to segregate itens into nore nmanageabl e groups (such as, fast,
medi um or slow novers), or to relate to field activities speci al
reporting and/or control requirenents.

(4) IMCis a one-digit character indicating whether an
item of supply shall be subject to integrated nmanagenent or shal
be retained by the individual Mlitary Services or other DoD
conponent for their managenent.

c. Procedures. Navy procedures are provided in publications
identified in the foll ow ng paragraph.

d. Publications. The COG SMC, MCC and IMC are currently
defined in the Navy inplenenting publications of all Defense
Logi stics Standard System (DLSS) transactions; NAVSUP Pub 437,
Supply Procedures Ashore, and the NAVSUP Pub 485, Supply
Procedures Afl oat.

4. Reason for Change. COG SMC, MCC and IMC are primary data
el ements for Navy requisition processing which will be used until
a standard DoD weapon system codi ng net hodol ogy has been
establ i shed, and Navy has successfully reprogramed and the Navy
has perfornmed a successful transition to the new weapons codes.

5. Advant ages and Di sadvant ages

a. Advantages. To Navy | egacy systemrequirenents based
upon the current operating software programlogic. The
transition fromthe current | egacy nmanagenent data to a standard
weapons system coding structure is a massive cataloging effort
for Navy. This requested change provides a logical interimstep
towards a planned transition to a standard weapon system codi ng
structure and will ensure an uninterrupted flow of the
requi sition processing capability within Navy | egacy systens.

In addition, the PRC requested Navy to
rewite the data el enent notes »Applicable for intra-Navy use>.

2. The Navy has validated the four data el enents; Cogni zance (COQ
Code, Special Material Identification Code (SMC), Material Control
Code (MCC), and Item Managenent Code (IMC), to be carried on all the
transaction sets listed in DLMS Change 24. These are primary data

el ements routinely used in the requisition and i ssue of Navy supply
itens. They are used in concert with the financial and inventory data
t hat acconpani es the transactions contained in DLM5S Change 24.

3. The Navy recomrends renoving the note >»Applicable for intra-Navy
use> fromeach of the definitions of the data elenents in Change 24,
Section 6(c).
